her Masters paper at the 2010 Better Breathing Conference
sponsored by the Lung Association in Toronto. The conference
consisted of research presentations, workshops and debates in

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This qualitative research consisted of a pilot study of the Cancer
Assessment Clinic at the Ottawa Hospital and the unique patient
education program they provide.
